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Over 200 items collected during city’s first Community Clean-up Day  
Pilot event show significant impact in curbing illegal dumping, keeping Jackson Beautiful 

 

JACKSON, Tenn. – City of Jackson, TN Health and Sanitation Department and Keep Jackson Beautiful 

held the first community clean-up day event to help curb illegal dumping, Saturday, August 20, 2022. 

48 mattresses, 89 pieces of furniture, and 90 tires were collected at the two locations, which included 
Muse Park and Jackson Fairgrounds Park.
